XIV âåê ñ÷èòàåòñÿ íà÷àëîì ýðû ïîðîõîâîé àðòèëëåðèè.
Ñòâîëû ïåðâûõ ïóøåê îòëèâàëèñü èç ìåäè èëè áðîíçû
ëèáî âûêîâûâàëèñü èç ìÿãêîãî æåëåçà. Ñïîñîáû
âûñâåðëèâàíèÿ èçíóòðè ìåòàëëè÷åñêèõ çàãîòîâîê åùå
íå áûëè èçâåñòíû íè àðàáñêèì, íè åâðîïåéñêèì
ìàñòåðàì, ïîýòîìó ñòâîëû êîâàëèñü èç ñâàðåííûõ
âäîëü è ñêðåïëåííûõ îáðó÷àìè ïîëîñ ìåòàëëà.
Èçãîòîâëåííûå òàêèì îáðàçîì îðóäèÿ îêàçûâàëèñü
î÷åíü íåïðî÷íûìè, ÷òî çíà÷èòåëüíî  îãðàíè÷èâàëî
ìîùíîñòü àðòèëëåðèè ðàííåãî ïåðèîäà. Âåñ òàêîãî
ñòâîëà ñîñòàâëÿë 20-80 êã, êàëèáð - 70-90 ìì. Â XV
âåêå ïîðîõîâûå îðóäèÿ áûëè óñîâåðøåíñòâîâàíû è
óñòàíîâëåíû íà ïåðåäâèæíûå ëàôåòû. Ïîðîõîâàÿ
àðòèëëåðèÿ ïîëó÷èëà øèðîêîå ðàñïðîñòðàíåíèå è
àêòèâíî èñïîëüçîâàëàñü âî âðåìåíà Ñòîëåòíåé âîéíû,
êàê â ïîëåâûõ ñðàæåíèÿõ, òàê è ïðè îñàäå è îáîðîíå
ãîðîäîâ.

Íàáîð "Ñðåäíåâåêîâàÿ ïîëåâàÿ ïîðîõîâàÿ

The XIV century is considered the beginning of the pow-
der artillery epoch. The barrels of the first cannons were
cast from copper or bronze or forged from soft iron. The
ways of drilling inside the metal billet were not still
known neither to Arabian nor to European craftsmen,
therefore barrels were forged from flat bars of metal weld-
ed longwise and then hoop shaped. Guns manufactured
in such a way were found not durable enough, which sub-
stantially limited power of the early period artillery. Such
a barrel weighed 20-80 kg, 70-90 mm caliber. 
The XV century saw the improvement of the powder
guns which began to be mounted on the movable gun-
carriages. The powder artillery was widely spread and
used at the time of The Hundred Years' War, both in field
battles and during siege and defence of towns.
